Knapping (making stone tools like arrowheads 
and dart points). Students should wear closed 

shoes and long pants as the obsidian when 
broken is extremely sharp.

Participants will carve a knife from a wood 
blank. The instructor will have students haft a 
stone knife blade into the carved blank and 

seal it tight. Wear comfortable light clothing.
